The focus on the Charleston Discovery Trip is where the river meets the sea.
The highlight will be visiting Coos Head where you will stand on the edge of the
land and watch the Coos Estuary meet the Pacific Ocean. This is a spectacular
vantage point where you will be able to observe the land-water interface. We will
also visit the Charleston harbor and learn the difference between a trawler and
troller as well other aspects of a working fishing fleet. Mike Graybill, Manager of
the South Slough National Estuarine Research Reserve, will be the trip leader.
